Then deploy reverses as required. At 60 knots you 
must be at reverse idle. Once at a taxi speed close 
the reversers 

At Decision  

‘’Landing’’ or ‘’Go 
Around’’ 

At Localiser capture set go 
around heading.  

At Glideslope capture set 
the missed approached 
altitude. 

Select Flaps 25 or 
Flaps 30. Set your 
approach speed. 

500 ft above airport elevation 

‘’Stable’’ or  ‘’Go around’’ 

Make sure you meet the 
stable criteria as per the 
FCOM. 

Once you have left the end of the STAR 
(For example LAM or BIG into EGLL) It’s 
recommended to be at 220knots
